High points of the course (“successes”):

Pedagogy:   I used a combination of PowerPoint slides, MATLAB, and MultiSim to explain motors, generators, and power systems.  We were able to cover the entire book.
Homework:  I had homework count a letter grade.  For the most part, students turned in homework on time and complete.  
Exams and Projects:    I gave two take - home exams and one in - class exam.  The problems, in general, were too lengthy and required programming, requiring more time than available for an in - class exam.  The in - class exam I gave was primarily essay along with a short problem that did not require calculations.
Student Attendance and Performance:  Attendance of the part - time students was excellent with only an occasional missed class due to business travel.  Attendance of most of the full - time students was spotty.  They frequently missed class or were late.  Student performance was mirrored in the attendance

Textbook:  I found numerous typos in the example problems.  The rest of the book was very good.  I have informed the publisher of the errors
Assignments:  None
Instruction method:  The instruction method was well - accepted.  I posted all my notes on EIDOS  so the students had complete access to course materials.
Course prerequisites:   Course prerequisites are adequate.
Student feedback:  Student feedback was very good.  Several students either worked in or interned in the power industry and told me the material was relevant and up to date.  
Student Performance:  Student performance was reflected in the attendance.  Students who regularly showed up for class and completed the homework did well.  Those who did not did poorly.
